In this comprehensive study of the teaching of 
the Apostle Paul in his letter to the Galatian 
churches, the student will discover the histori-
cal background for the writing of  the letter, 
understand the context in which Paul wrote 
and receive valuable insights into Paul’s 
teaching of the gospel of Jesus  Christ and its 
impact on those who receive it.  Major themes 
covered in this course are justification by faith 
and the relationship between the Abrahamic 
Covenant, Mosaic Covenant and the New 
Covenant and how this relationship empowers 
the believer and builds confidence in our walk 
with God.
