This will be the first FHG trip to Kenya and 
our second time in Zambia.   

Graduation is a time to honor students for their academic achievements in their particular field of study and a time to 
celebrate and look forward to the future.  Bible College graduates have the added sense of being equipped for the work of 
the ministry through the study of God’s Word and the anointing of the Holy Spirit.  This is also a time of honoring the 
Lord who has been faithful to come alongside  each graduate in every aspect of their studies, and it truly is a celebration 
of what God has planned and prepared for them as they boldly step forth into a new season of ministry. 

The students and graduates at both River of Blessings Bible College and The Word of Truth Bible College are dedicated 
men and women who have heard the call of God on their lives.

Degrees conferred upon them by For His Glory Bible 
College will be in the fields of Divinity and Theology, from the bachelor to 
the doctoral levels.  They join ten from the graduating class of 2006 as alumni 
of RBBC. 

Our second chartered school is The Word of Truth Bible College in Webuye, Kenya, with Rev. Tobias Wakhungu as its 
founder, executive director and president.  Joining him on the teaching and administrative staff is Rev. Thomas Ondeko, 
college principal.  Currently there are two groups of students at WOTBC:  11 are graduating with the Bachelor of Divinity 
Degree on September 25th; the second group of 22 students began their studies in January 2010.  Classes are taught several 
days each week per group, enabling them to attend to their churches, ministries and families the rest of the week. 

While visiting these two Bible colleges, we will also hold 
administrative meetings and have opportunities to speak and 
fellowship with the staff and students.  Our hearts are glad at the 
thought of meeting them face to face and worshipping with them in 
their colleges and churches!  We anticipate wonderful times of 
sharing the good things of the Lord as well as having God increase 
our vision for the future.  May the Lord give us wisdom, unity, 
safety, and favor as we travel and minister in His Name and for His 
glory! 

One of the joys of our hearts as a ministry is to have the privilege 
of co-laboring with those God places before us in the work of His 

Kingdom, whether it be here in the United States or in another nation.  Fruit that remains is evident in these two African 
Bible colleges, and we invite you to be a part of that through your prayers and financial support.
